Any and all exterior improvernems to your property must be submitted to the Design
Review Committee for review and approval (CC&R’s, Article 4, Section 4.3}

The following details the procedure for submitting items for review by the Design review
Comimittee:

1} Submit one (1) completed copy of the Architectural Change Request Form,
Indemnity Agreement, Neighbor Awareness form and construction drawings, which
must include z site plan with dimensions, setbacks, etc., along with material samples (i.e.
rocks (natural earthtone at least % inch in size), color samples or other material samples)
if applicable. Also, please submit a pictute of the arez to be improved and a picture or
brochure showing what it will look like when completed. If painting the extetior of your
home, please submit a picture of your home and a picture of the home at each side of
yout home.

2) A non-refundable design review fee (administrative fee) in the amount of $25.00 (check
or money order, please) is required for all submittals. Combined submittals, such as,
pocl, patio cover and landscaping only require one (1) fee if submitted at the same
time.

3) A $300.00 refundable construction deposit check is required for any improvements that
require the use of construction equipment. (Backhoes, concrete trucks, dump trucks, rock
delivery vehicles, bobcats, etc.)

4) All submittals must be received by the 1%, day of the month to
be reviewed at that month’s meeting.

5) Upon review of your plans by the Committee, you will receive written notice of their
approval, rejection or conditional approval within ten (10) days of the meeting date.

CONSTRUCTION IS NOT TO BEGIN
UNTIL YOUR PIANS HAVE BEEN APPROVED.

To avoid construction delays, please ensure plans are complete as submitted and are in
compliance with the Peccole Ranch CC&R’s and Design Guidelines. If you do not have a copy,
please contact the association office.

POOLS AND SPAS:
Location of pool equipment, filters, heaters, pumps, etc., are indicated
on plans. Drain line must be connected to sewer main via a control valve,

Pool equipment is screened from street view and located where noise is
insulated from adjacent neighbors.

Plans to restore landscaping must be submitted with pool plans.

Hardscaping/decking must be at least 3 feet from any wall or structure - water line
(or water feature) must be at least 5 feet from any wall or structure. Check with
association office if zero lot line.

Fountains, water features or similar do not exceed wall height.

LANDSCAPING:

Plant materials and sizes are indicated on plan and conform with
Peccole Ranch approved plant palette (list available at association office). Plants
must be 3 feet, and trees five feet from any block wall,

Minimum plant requirements and set-back requirements have been met.

Material Sample (Rock, artificial turf, etc) attached. Rock must be natural
earthtone at least %4 inch in size. Border/ Edging material indicated on plan.

PECCOLE RANCH PLANT PALETTE

Each residential lot contains the Streetscape

Zone (area located nearest to the street) and an associated

Front Yard Zone (area between the Streetscape and the residence). Each of these residential areas requires
Jandscaping. Planting in these zones should be designed to create a cohesive environment that
compliments the character of the Peccole Ranch Community.

Great care should be taken to selectively choose plant material that will acclimate to the harsh climate
extremes of Southem Nevada when preparing a landscape design.

The following plants should be utilized when landscaping each lot. The plants within this palette are
considered hardy, fairly free of pests and disease, are not heavy pollen producers, and require relatively

simple maintenance.
STREETSCAPE PLANTING ZONE
TREES

Each lot is required to plant a minimum number of at least one (1) tree, the size of which should be a 24”
~ box minimum. The tree should be enhanced with groundeover or other shrubs 5o as to keep the
streetscape predominately green in appearance. Please note the trees are listed as either deciduous or

evergreen.

It is
presumed from this regulation that no new turf may be installed in place of a non-turf area. It is finther
presumed that existing turf may be renovated, refurbished and/or reseeded provided the operation is
conducted at the appropriate time of year. Consideration should be given to limiting turf'to a minimal size
(such as less than 50% of the entire front area) and to position the turf so that is has maximum use and
minimal overspray onto hardscapes such as sidewalks, drives and entries.

TURF

Currently the Souther Nevada Water Authority prohibits the installation of new turf in front yards. It is
presumed from this regulation that no new turf may be installed in place of a non-turf area. It is further
presurned that existing turf may be renovated, refurbished and/or reseeded provided the operation is
conducted at the appropriate time of year. Consideration should be given to limiting turf to a minimal size
(such as less than 50% of the entire front area) and to position the turf so that is has maximum use and

minimal overspray onto hardscapes such as sidewalks, drives and entries.

NON-TURF AREAS

Non-turf areas must be covered with a medium that will effectively control erosion, weed encroachment
and prevent dust. Decorative bark mulch (organic) and decomposed grenite or larger stones, known as
cobble, (inert materials) may be placed on the soil surface at the necessary depth to provide adequate
protection. The non-turf areas should be kept weed-free at all times. The non-tirf areas should be
replenished periodically with the desired medium to maintain a satisfactory depth to control erosion and
abate dust.
